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Los pasados dias del 30 de agosto al 1 de septiembre de 2023 se ha celebrado en la Facultad de
Derecho de la Universidad de Turku, Finlandia, la reunién anual del Grupo Europeo para el Estudio
de la Desviacion y del Control Social. Se ha podido asi volver, después de Turin 2022, a cumplir con
la tradicional frecuencia anual, anulada tanto en 2020 como en 2021 por la pandemia. El tema de la
reunidn de este afio — ‘la violencia del derecho’ — ha convocado a alrededor de 140 participantes que
se han desempefiado en ponencias individuales, posteres, mesas redondas, sesiones tematicas
especiales y tres sesiones plenarias. Estas Gltimas, aparte de la tradicional Asamblea General Anual
en la que se ha establecido Vilna como sede de la proxima reunion anual de 2024, han incluido la
sesion inaugural y una sesion de profundizacion sobre la relacion entre derecho y violencia en el
contexto del pais anfitrién, particularmente enfocada en las tendencias actuales en la politica
migratoria de Finlandia y las implicaciones, sobre todo penales, del régimen de conscripcion militar
actualmente vigente en el estado finlandés. Ademds de la satisfaccion general por la gran
participacion, un motivo de particular gratificacion es constatar el creciente numero de asistentes que
se han unido al evento viajando desde otros continentes.

La canalizacion tematica de las comunicaciones individuales ha reflejado el espectro de grupos de
trabajo que conforman y en los que se divide el Grupo Europeo: Prisiones, castigo y detencion,
Policia y seguridad; Crimenes de los poderosos, Dario social; Miedo y saqueo en la periferia; e
Historia, filosofia, arte y desviacion. Cabe recordar, como adelantado en las notas previas a la

conferencia difundidas en el niimero anterior de nuestra revistal, que Turku 2023 ha sido también la
ocasion para la inauguracion de un nuevo grupo de trabajo, relativo a Criminalizacion del disenso y
del activismo. A diferencia del numero del mayo pasado, estamos ahora en condiciones de
proporcionar el programa completo de la conferencia de Turku, cuya version esquematica se adjunta
como epigrafe a la presente nota.

Recordamos, asimismo, que desde la web del Grupo Europeo https://www.european-
group.org/2023/02/02/51st-eg-conference/ es descargable también la version extensa del folleto
comprensivo de resumenes y contactos de todos los ponentes.

Reenviando nuevamente al anterior nimero de Critica Penal y Poder, se habia alli aclarado, a través
de un recuento més detallado de acontecimientos historicos y referencias textuales, la vocacion
original del Grupo y el particular papel que dentro de aquel desempeiia el grupo de trabajo “Miedo y
saqueo en la periferia” al que contribuyen activamente algunos de los integrantes del comité de
redaccion de la revista. También la experiencia de Turku 2023 ha confirmado como esa articulacion
interna no responde simplemente a un criterio de adscripcion teméatica de los contenidos a tratar, sino
también a una tendencia natural a recoger en nuestro grupo de trabajo instancias e inquietudes
tipicamente procedentes de areas geograficas y sensibilidades politicas no asimilables a las tendencias
dominantes dentro de la reflexion criminologica critica - o segin algunos post-criminologica — del
mundo anglosajon en general y del Norte de Europa. Lejos de resolverse en un enfrentamiento entre
posiciones contrapuestas, entendemos perfectamente que muchos de los problemas no tienen que ver
con intenciones marginalizadoras, sino con el desconocimiento generalizado de la elaboracion teédrica
de la tradicion critica italo-iber6fona. Sin embargo, tampoco se puede eludir el hecho de que esta
parcialidad de miradas depende, mas alla de las mejores predisposiciones individuales por la
consideracion y comprension de todas las posiciones, del monopolio lingiiistico angl6fono tanto en
la produccion académica actual como en las operaciones de reconstruccion historiografica.

A estas cuestiones abiertas se han dirigido varias de las sesiones que han marcado las actividades del
Grupo de Trabajo “Miedo y Saqueo en la Periferia” (cuyo listado habia sido previamente publicado
en el nimero de mayo), entre las que queremos destacar por su orientacion explicita hacia el abordaje
de problemas epistemologicos de fondo una propuesta por una extension del paradigma palestino
como prisma de analisis general de la racionalidad neoliberal y el cuestionamiento de la misma
categoria del dafio social como nocion supuestamente novedosa, emancipadora y capaz de trascender,
por su propio estatuto, las limitaciones disciplinarias de la criminologia. Queremos, finalmente,
mencionar la mesa redonda de clausura de las actividades del grupo de trabajo, sugerentemente
titulada ‘E/ Sur del Sur’, animada por la intencion de demostrar, tomando Espafia como caso de
estudio, como las politicas represivas internas son indisociables del papel jugado por el pais a nivel
geopolitico y militar a escala internacional. Si por un lado esta observacion funciona como instruccion
metodologica de caracter general, su contracara es el verdadero mensaje de fondo de la mesa redonda,
eso es, que las cuestiones aparentemente domesticas de un pais acaban siendo las cuestiones
fronterizas de todos los demds paises unidos en la misma alianza no solo politico-econdmica, sino
también militar-atlantista, como es el caso de la recién afiliada Finlandia.
