This doctoral thesis is a study of the 13th Century monumental sculpture in the Seu Vella in
Lleida (the old romanesque cathedral that presides over this town), which constitutes one of the
richest sculptural bodies in the 13th Century Catalan artistic panorama. The main goal of the
investigation is to contextualise and understand the reasons behind its presence in relation to the
moment in which it was created. The contribution being made lies in offering an unprecedented,
global vision of this body of images, based on various types of materials: documents, bibliography,
archaeological data and the sculptures themselves as source material. Faced with the persistence
of biblical themes, the starting point chosen will be the hypothesis that one of the approaches
that influenced the general design themes was an ecclesiastic ideology of the fight against heresy,
mainly Islam and Catharism, which resulted in the presence of representations of the incarnation
of Christ, which was denied by those doctrines.

This edition takes into account the nine medieval manuscripts transmitting completely or
partially books I-V. It also includes a critical apparatus With the rejected variants and an apparatus of notes to
analyze interpolations introduced by the Dominican friar and their origin, especially the medieval commentaries
of Frate Lucas and Dionysius de Burgo Sancti Sepulchri. We also include the first stemma codicum relating the
nine manuscripts. In the introduction, we describe all the manuscripts and, taking into account previous
contributions, We include: a biography of Canals; an overview of his textual production; a lexicographical
and linguistic study; a contextualization of Canals’ translation within the European framework and within
the Catalan literary tradition; an index of personal and geographical names; and a table indicating the episodes of

Dicta taken up in medieval Catalan literature.

This dissertation researches into the documents relating to the province of Apulia, in the Kingdom
of Naples, issued by the Registry of Alfons V, called the Magnanimous, and preserved in the
Archive of the Crown of Aragon (ACA), in Barcelona. The first part brings to light hitherto
unknown aspects of the Aragonese conquest and the role the Prince of Taranto, other landowners,
the cities and economic resources of Apulia played in it. The second part, divided according
to territorial, political, economic, and social aspects, compares the contents of the documents
with bibliographical sources in order to reconstruct the history of fifteenth-century Apulia. The
third part provides a description of the records and documents and their extrinsic and intrinsic
features, paying particular attention to the script, the work of scribes, and the language, both
Latin and vernacular. The appendices include the transcription of a hundred especially significant
documents, which has been carried out following international standards, and a list of all the

documents identified for easy retrieval.
