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1. (Con)textos Revista de Antropología e Investigación Social
The journal (Con)textos receives manuscripts in Catalan, Spanish and English. In this document you will find general information on how to submit to any of these sections: original articles; dissemination articles; final projects for bachelor's, master's or doctoral degrees; interviews; and reviews.
The journal (Con)textos is Open Access. We seek to facilitate access to different contents based on the principle of free dissemination of research, in order to contribute to the exchange of knowledge, so no publication fees are required. Likewise, we publish under a Creative Commons - Attribution (CC-by) license, so, when submitting a paper for publication, you are accepting these conditions.
This download template is provided for the submission of articles. In case any author has a problem, we also receive papers in simple format, following the Chicago citation standard. Article submissions must be in .doc, .docx or .odt format and must be anonymized, without data that could identify the authors. To do so, the information must be removed from the file through these routes: 
Word for Windows: File Information Check for problems Inspect document in the dialog box select: Remove all Close Save document.
Word for Mac: Tools Protect Document Privacy: Remove personal information from this file when saving Save Document.
LibreOffice: Tools Options Security Security options and warnings Remove personal information when saving Save document.
2. Structure of submissions
All submissions should present a title, abstract and keywords (3 to 5) in the original language, followed by the translation in second and third language (Catalan and Spanish for articles in English). The length of the abstract should not exceed 250 words and should make clear the case study, the general objective, the methodology used and an approach to the conclusions. 
The main text of the article should be separated into headings and subheadings, numbered consecutively, as shown in this document.
2.1. Types of submissions and characteristics
Original articles: when submitting your proposal through our platform, you must select the «Articles» section to enter the Double-blind Peer Review system whether or not you follow the preferred line of the Call for Papers. These articles should be between 6,000 and 8,000 words in length, including footnotes.
Dissemination articles: when submitting your proposal through our platform, you must select the «Dissemination article» section, which indicates that it will not enter the peer review process, but that its adequacy will be evaluated by the (Con)textos Editorial Board. These articles should be between 4,000 and 6,000 words, including footnotes. This section may include interviews, translations of articles already published (with due authorization), ethnographic notes, tributes, among others. In the case that material from third parties is published, a separate document must be attached with informed consent.
Undergraduate final degree projects: in each issue the final project with the best grade of the Degree in Social and Cultural Anthropology of the Universitat de Barcelona is published. This is without prejudice to the possibility of submitting other works that meet the same conditions of outstanding evaluation, which must be accredited. The format will be the same as for original articles, but these submissions will not undergo blind peer review, but their relevance will be evaluated by the Editorial Board of (Con)textos. 
Reviews: between 2,000 and 3,000 words. They must include information about: (a) Books: title of the work, authors and/or authors; information about the original edition (year, place of publication and publisher) and the reviewed edition (in case it is not the same or it is a translation). (b) Theses or dissertations: title, authors and/or authors, academic institution and department, year of presentation and professors/supervisors. These submissions will not undergo blind peer review, but their relevance will be evaluated by the (Con)textos Editorial Board.


3.	Document format
The (Con)textos magazine uses the following format: Arial Nova font; size 11; justified alignment; double spacing; no space between paragraphs; indentation of the first line of 1.25 cm. If you wish to highlight any textual element at the end of the manuscript, you may use this format:
Style for concluding final sentence or for highlighting. 
4. Subpoena Format
The following are examples of the most frequent uses of the citation and bibliographic reference format of the Chicago Standard in its updated version. For other uses or concerns, we recommend consulting directly: https://www.chicagomanualofstyle.org/tools_citationguide/citation-guide-2.html.
4.1. Citations within the main text
The author's last name should be indicated together with the year of the edition consulted and, as appropriate, the page from which the quotation is taken, for example: (Haraway 2021a, 48) or (Deleuze and Guattari 2002, 123-24). If there are four or more authors indicate only the first one, followed by et al. for example: (Quijano Quiroz et al. 2011, 41). In the list of bibliographic references list up to ten authors. In citations of less than four lines integrated in the main text, use «angle quotes». If quotation marks are used within this type of citation, incorporate “English quotation marks”. For quotations within the main paragraph, punctuation marks are placed after the parentheses, e.g., «It is turning the “we" of the community into the “people like us”» (Ingold 2020, 53).
To incorporate additional data, such as references to legal documents or others, you can include footnotes[footnoteRef:1] . [1:  For footnotes, use: Arial Nova 10; single spaced; justified; no space after paragraph.] 

4.2. Quotations outside the main text
Quotations of four lines or more should be placed in a separate paragraph using the following format: Arial Nova font; size 10; no italics; 1.5 spacing; justified alignment; both margins of 1.25 cm; no external quotation marks; with angle quotation marks if the quotation requires it; period before the reference parenthesis. For example: 
For all these reasons, memory is not a datum but «an often-difficult work» that cannot be carried out without «allowing time to time», to continue quoting Bachelard. Once again, we are confronted with an idea whose anthropological scope is important and which, moreover, is well known to any ethnographer engaged in collecting «accounts of life». (Candau 2006, 32)
4.3. Interlocutor Narratives
For interlocutor narratives use the same format as for quotations according to their length, identifying the participant's profile and context as appropriate, for example: 
My daughter would bring things to my house, but she doesn't live here, so she would come once a week or less sometimes, because she works. Sometimes she would spend more time, two weeks [...] then I would call the service and ask them to bring me things to the house or from the pharmacy more than anything else, other things I would ask my neighbor. (Anna López, 83 years old, personal communication, May 2nd, 2022).
You can incorporate additional information through a footnote. For example: «I wasn't going to let them take me away, as if what you do doesn't matter» (B, self-employed, 48 years old)[footnoteRef:2] .  [2:  (For example) To protect their identity, the interviewees have been anonymized in the article.] 


5. Graphic elements and signs
To shorten a quotation, use square brackets and ellipses [...]. 
To include words in a quotation, for the sake of consistency [use] square brackets. 
The use of italics is reserved for titles of works, words in languages other than the original and to introduce a concept.
Bold type is used only for TITLE 1 and Title 2, included in the journal format.
Do not use underlining.
The use of hyphen (-) is reserved for separating numbers (1986-1999). Please use em dash (—) to insert comments —as in this case—.
For enumerations prioritize the use of lowercase letters (a., b., …) or Arabic numerals (1., 2., …). Avoid the use of capital letters and Roman numerals as much as possible.
For bullets, prioritize solid circle () or, failing that, dash (–).
In the latter two cases, reduce the line spacing to 1,5.
6. Images
The recommended resolution for images is 150 to 300 dpi, either color or black and white. These will appear in the publication with a minimum width of 5 cm and a maximum of 13 cm and/or a minimum height of 5 cm and a maximum height of 10 cm. 
At the time of submission, you must attach the images separately in .jpg or .png format, through our platform. The files must be numbered correlatively: (1-Title image). 
The authorship of the images should always be included and, if applicable, the collections, archives, or others to which they belong. When necessary to preserve anonymity in the peer review process, you should anonymize them and include authorship and/or source for publication.
If the images are not of your authorship, by sending them to (Con)textos magazine you declare that you have the authorization to use them. If this is not the case, the responsibility for the improper use of the images lies with the authors.
Images should be incorporated into the manuscript corpus immediately after they are first referred to. If necessary and to avoid configuration problems, incorporate page breaks. Images should be included within a table, center aligned, as shown in the example (Img. 1). For ease of use, you can copy this model and replace the information.
